Dear LUSD Family,

As you know, the state budget propositions 1A through 1E failed to excite the interest of most
Californians despite the best efforts of groups representing just about every element of LUSD
(including CTA, CSEA, ACSA and CSBA). With turnout at nearly a record low, approximately
22.9% of statewide registered voters turned out to vote, with 15% voting “No” on these
measures.

As a result of this, the poor economy, and a tax structure that is highly dependent upon capital
gains taxes, the state budget now faces about $21 billion in additional cuts.

In this unprecedented situation, it is most likely that we will face a further period of confusion
and uncertainty before decisions to be made by the legislature and governor become clear.
We have wildly varying estimates of the total cuts to be made to K-12 education, let alone how
it will be divided. There is widespread speculation that cuts to K-12 education will be at least
$3.6 billion, which amounts to $610 for every student in California.

Frankly, | am not sure that parents or the general public understand the implications of cuts of
the magnitude we may be required to make to children’s education.

We need to stay united as advocates for public education despite the uncertainty and
difficulties we face. We are always stronger together and must help each other as we struggle
with the challenges of this great recession and a funding system for public education.

To that end, attached please find the District's Phase Il Budget Action Plan details. We are
requesting that you complete the 2" page of this document and submit no later than Thursday,
June 4, 2009. Your participation is a vital component in our solving issues that impact all of us.

As we learn more, even over the summer break, we will use e-mail to keep you informed as
events unfold. Thank you again for your caring, understanding and dedication to the education
of the over 17,000 students placed in our care each day.
